How to Create Gradient Text Using Paint.net

Directions:  Watch the corresponding video that walks you through the following steps.

Cropping Steps

1. Organize Photos in  a single folder

2. In Paint.net, open new image and select size 11" wide and 8.5" high
3. In the Tools bar select "T" for Text and choose a thick style font like "Gil Sans Ultra Bold", "Ravie" or "Showcard Gothic".
4. Select Font size and type your message in the middle of your image.
5. Use your "Magic Wand" tool and click on the inside of a letter.
6. Choose the "Effects" tab and then choose "Stylize" and then "Outline"
7. Adjust the "Thickness" as you want.

8. Repeat for each letter.

9. From your "Color Tools", choose two complimentary colors for your Primary and Secondary.

10. Use your "Magic Wand" tool to select the inside of a letter.

11. Select your "Gradient" tool and click inside your highlighted letter.

12. Click again and hold and rotate your mouse pointer to adjust the gradient from Primary to Secondary color.

13. Repeat for each letter.
14. Once all letters are done, use "Magic Wand" tool to highlight all the area around your text.

15. Hit "Delete" on your keyboard and the background will disappear leaving a checkerboard pattern.  This pattern indicates that it is invisible and when you insert your text onto another image the background will show through.

16. Use your "Rectangular Select" tool and "Cut" out your new text with the invisible checkerboard background.
17. Open the image you wish to place your text onto and under the "Edit" tab, choose "Paste into new layer".
18. Adjust as you see fit and then "File", "Save as..." a "jpeg".
Assignment: Create your own Gradient Text and insert it into another image.
