Double Negatives

A double negative is an incorrect sentence that uses two negative words when on is all you need.  Avoid double negatives by using only one negative word when you mean “no”.

Example:

Incorrect: He did NOT do NOTHING all day (TWO NEGATIVE WORDS) 

Correct: He did NOT do anything all day. (ONE NEGATIVE WORD)

Correct: He did NOTHING all day.  (ONE NEGATIVE WORD)
