Direct/Indirect Quotations

A direct quotation is the use of someone’s exact words.  The exact words always starts, and ends with quotation marks (“).


Example:  Roger said, “I am going to try and play Bocce’ today.”

An indirect quotation is the writer’s description of someone else’s words.  It does not require quotation marks.


Example:  Mark said that Roger often tries to play Bocce’ but is rarely successful.
