Comma Use

A comma is used to set off an introductory phrase.

Example: When you get home, we’ll go to the mall.

A comma is used after words of direct address at the beginning of a sentence.

Example:  Roger, good luck beating Bill at bocce’.

A comma is used after introductory words such as yes, indeed, well, in addition, thus, and moreover.

Examples:  Yes, I agree it will be tough to beat Bill at bocce’.


     Thus, the game will be over before it even starts.

Use two commas to set off interrupting words or expressions.

Example: Have you, by the way, seen how far Bill can throw a bocce’ ball?
