Sentence Combining Skills – Using “Which” and “Who”
You can use sentence combining with “Which” and “Who” to help your reader see clearly what your important reasons are, and what are the supporting details.  The examples below demonstrate how the words “Who” and “Which” can be used to combine two separate sentences into one.
Example of Sentence Combing with “Who”


1.  Steven Speilberg directed Jaws, Raiders of the Lost Ark and Close Encounters of the Third Kind. 


2. Steven Speilberg has made his biggest hit yet with Saving Private Ryan. 


Combined Sentence

Steven Speilberg, who directed Jaws, Raiders of the Lost Ark and Close Encounters of the Third Kind, has made his biggest hit yet with Saving Private Ryan.

Example of Sentence Combing with “Which”


1. Saving Private Ryan has made over a 500 million dollars. 

2. Saving Private Ryan won the Best Picture at the Oscars. 

Combined Sentence

Saving Private Ryan, which has made over 500 million dollars, has won the Best Picture at the Oscars.
