Narrative Paragraphs

A narrative paragraph is a paragraph that tells a story.  Quite often a news report or article would be considered a narrative.  A person describing their weekend party would often be a narrative.  In order to write a good narrative you must first break down your story to include a description of the setting and who or what is involved (W5H).  Once the appropriate information is established you can then start the paragraph with a topic sentence that includes a description of the initiating event (ask yourself “What began the event? How did the characters get involved?”).  Include details and complications in your supporting sentences and finish your conclusion with some sort of resolution or description as to how your story ends.

Remember, the proper topic/support/conclusion model is used for narrative paragraphs as it is for all paragraphs.
Example of a narrative paragraph entitled Earthquake Hits Solomon Islands

Directions:  On a separate piece of paper, create your own narrative paragraph, reporting on a topic of your choice.  You must also include a rough outline, in point form, that includes all the relevant information needed for your paragraph (W5H).  Be sure to include a topic sentence, support sentences, and a concluding sentence.

You will be marked out of 5 for your use of a proper narrative paragraph with a topic sentence/support and conclusion.  You will also receive another 5 marks for your rough outline and inclusion of appropriate details in your paragraph.

A powerful earthquake hit the Solomon Islands Monday, causing residents to flee homes and buildings.  The National Disaster Management Office in the Solomon Islands had no immediate reports of injuries as a result of the 7.2-magnitude quake, which hit between the impoverished nation's South Malaita and Makira regions.  The quake came just weeks after two islands in the Solomon chain were devastated by a powerful cyclone. Nobody was seriously hurt in the storm. Earthquakes hit the Pacific nation regularly but rarely cause major damage because many homes there are mostly built from traditional materials like wood and palm fronds.
