Personal Pronouns

A noun is a word that is person, place or thing.  A pronoun is a word that can be used in place of a noun.  A personal pronoun is used in place of a noun that is a person or a thing.  For example the following words are all personal pronouns that can be used to replace proper nouns like Bill, Michelle or Mark.

I, you, he, she, we, they, me, you, him, her, us, them

Other personal pronouns can be used to replace specific names for things.

it, they, them

Personal pronouns are useful because you don't have to repeat words. They can be used to talk about something or someone that you have already talked about.


For example, the sentence; “Michelle put the coat on because Michelle was cold.” Could be rewritten using pronouns. “Michelle put the coat on because she was cold. “


In this example, the word she is a personal pronoun and means 'Michelle' in this sentence.
This makes the sentence shorter and more interesting, as you don't have to repeat 'Michelle'.

There are two types of personal pronouns:

· Subject pronouns are the 'who' or 'what' the sentence is about:
I, you, he, she, it, we, they are all subject pronouns 

· Object pronouns are the 'who' or what' acted upon:
me, you, him, her, it, us, them are all object pronouns
