Adjectives

Adjectives can best be described as words that describe a noun or a pronoun.  Essentially, you can ask yourself the questions “What?” or “How?” in order to identify the adjective.

To identify the adjective in the following sentence, ask yourself;  “What kind of case?”

The jury will need to deliberate for hours before giving a verdict in the criminal case.

The answer is; “A criminal case”.  So “criminal” is the adjective.

Identify the adjective in the following sentence by asking yourself; “How did he show up?”

John showed up at the party late

The answer is; “He showed up late.”  So “late” is the adjective.
