WASHINGTON - U.S. President George W. Bush has reaffirmed American support for Israel's right to defend itself against terrorist attacks. 


Bush also renewed his call for dramatic reform of the Palestinian Authority, saying "no one has confidence in the emerging Palestinian government." 


Bush made his comments Monday as he wrapped up a meeting with Israeli Prime Minister Ariel Sharon in Washington. 


Sharon said Israel doesn't see a partner for peace in Yasser Arafat. 


The meeting came as Israeli tanks and troops invaded the Palestinian-controlled city of Ramallah. Forces surrounded Arafat's compound and arrested 20 suspected militants. 


The compound itself was not attacked. Palestinian doctors said one Palestinian man was killed and two were wounded in gunfights. The army said two soldiers were also wounded. 


On Sunday, Arafat revamped his cabinet, trimming 10 positions and appointing a new minister to oversee security forces. 


He also announced that municipal elections will be held in the fall and presidential and parliamentary elections will be held in January. 


Monday's meeting of the Palestinian cabinet was cancelled because of the Israeli invasion. Written by CBC News Online

Toby Fleenor had hoped to host a 'wet grad' party, featuring free-flowing liquor and mudwrestling, in a field like this. The party was sanctioned by his mother, but she finally bowed to pressure from the RCMP to cancel the bash. 


 


The mother of a grad who had vowed to go ahead with an all-you-can-drink grad at her rural home has bowed to police pressure and called it off. 





Jacque Fleenor said Chilliwack RCMP told her the party would violate certain bylaws, such as one governing noise, and intimated they wouldn't respond to emergencies. 





"They told me if something went wrong, in so many words, they wouldn't be there right away," said Fleenor, who lives on 10 hectares in the Columbia Valley near Cultus Lake. 





Her son, Toby, 17, who had sold about 50 or 60 $35 tickets to the June 29 party, is returning the money, she said. 





"We had asked her to cancel because they were advertising an event as an all-you-can-eat and all-you-can drink party with fight pits, mud pits and wet t-shirt contests, and there's a huge liability for that," said Staff-Sgt. Stu Fetterly. 








"They're just flouting the law by advertising an unlawful event and, when we're privy to it, we're duty-bound to do something about it. 





"We heard they had already ordered the alcohol and the quantities scared us." 





Serving liquor to minors is against the law. 





Fleenor, a substance-abuse counsellor, said one of the reasons for agreeing to her son's party was to keep grads from drinking and driving. Vans had been organized to transport the kids. 





She worries grads will end up partying anyway, but in some undisclosed area even farther away from police or ambulance, "where they'll drink until they fall down or they fall into the lake and that really, really worries me." 





"I don't like alcohol and I don't like what it does to people, but I'm being realistic. I would prefer that kids didn't drink and didn't speed, but kids are going to drink at grad. It's just one of those traditions."

SPRINGFIELD, MO. - Notorious former mafia kingpin John Gotti died in prison Monday after losing his battle with throat cancer. He was 61. 


The "Teflon Don," as he was known prior to his conviction, had been in prison since 1992, after he was found guilty on murder and racketeering charges. 





Among his victims was "Big Paul" Castellano, former head of New York's Gambino crime family. Castellano was shot as he sat in his limousine outside a downtown New York steakhouse. 


Gotti succeeded him in 1985 and held the high-profile post for six years. At the time the Gambino family was the most powerful of the city's five Mafia families. 





With his flamboyant style and taste for expensive suits, Gotti openly taunted law enforcement officials who made several unsuccessful attempts to convict him. 





Gotti was eventually betrayed by his onetime closest confidant, Salvatore "Sammy Bull" Gravano, who became the prosecution's star witness in exchange for charges against him being dropped. Gravano admitted participating in 19 murders. 


Gotti allegedly continued to control the Gambino family through his youngest son, John Jr. However, the younger Gotti pleaded guilty in 1999 to bribery, extortion, gambling and fraud and was sentenced to nearly 6½ years. 





On June 4, prosecutors filed charges against 17 alleged members and associates of the Gambino crime family, including current acting boss Peter Gotti.

MOSCOW - At least one man was killed Sunday as Russian soccer fans rioted after seeing their national team lose 1-0 to Japan in the World Cup. 





At least 8,000 people gathered in downtown Moscow to watch the game on a giant screen in Manezh Square next to the Kremlin. Drinking in public is legal, and many of the fans were drinking heavily. 





The crowd of mostly teenagers and young men went berserk after a missed scoring opportunity minutes before the game ended. The riot lasted for more than an hour. 


Thousands of fans, some of them wrapped in the Russian flag, ran through the streets shouting soccer slogans, jumping on cars, smashing shop windows and throwing beer bottles. 





About 100 people were hurt in the mayhem, which left one man dead from stab wounds. Two police officers were also stabbed. 


At least a dozen cars were turned over or set on fire, sending plumes of smoke rising near the State Duma, or parliament building, and in the square out front of the Bolshoi Theatre. 





Five Japanese music students who were in Moscow for a competition were attacked. One of them suffered minor injuries. 





Police were slow to respond to the chaos, but fire trucks, ambulances and the media weren't. Rioters turned on them all. The Interfax news agency reported that an ambulance was set on fire and a doctor was attacked. 





Observers immediately blamed the police for not being prepared. Vladimir Mitrokhin, a deputy in the Duma, said he watched the whole riot from his office window near Red Square. 





"There were only 10 police on duty to control 10,000 people," he said. 


Moscow Mayor Juri Luzhkov didn't immediately respond to those criticisms, but did announce there would be no more public viewings of World Cup soccer while the tournament continues.
