Analogies

Analogies are comparisons based on a similarity.  For example a Dime is to tenth as quarter is to twenty-five.   This analogy is correct because the relationship of a dime to the value of a tenth, is analogous to a quarter having a value of twenty-five.  Another example would be that Bring is to brought as sing is to sang.  In this case “brought” is the past tense of “bring”, therefore the comparison to “sing” would have to be the past tense of sing or in this case “sang”.
