Lesson #6 – Adding and Subtracting Fractions

Adding and subtracting fractions can be simple if both fractions have the same denominator or bottom number.  If that is the case then you need only to add the top numbers together and keep the bottom the same.
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Adding or subtracting fractions gets difficult only when the bottoms or denominators are NOT the same.  If they are then you have to convert or "change” one or both of the fractions so that the bottoms are the same.  Here’s how you do it..
