Lesson #8 – Percent Conversions

Percents are essentially fractions out of 100.  For example if you got 75 out of 100 on an exam you in fact earned a 75% average.  

The same can be said for decimals.  If 75 divided by 100 the answer is 0.75 or 75 hundredths.  So any decimal can be converted to a percent easily as well.
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Any fraction can be converted into a decimal by dividing and then made into a percent.
