The clothing store is in
the Yukon.

a) Kelly finds two sweaters she likes, one at $35.95 and the other at
$29.95. Find the final cost of these two sweaters, including tax.
b) Why do you think the store offers this type of promotion?
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Shauna lives in Dauphin, Manitoba. She collects coupons and uses
them when she shops for food at her local supermarket. On one of
her recent shopping trips, she purchased the following foods:

2 L milk for $2.40

1 dozen eggs for $1.80

500 g of cottage cheese for $1.99

3 packages of macaroni and cheese at 3 for $1.09
525 g package of cereal for $4.59

Shauna had the following coupons:

35¢ off 500 g of cottage cheese
25¢ off 3 packages of macaroni and cheese
