Biomes – Notes
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A biome includes large regions that have similar living (biotic) and non-living (abiotic) components.  

Tundra and desert are two examples of the eight terrestrial or land based forms of biomes.

Identical biomes can be found in different parts of the world.

These biomes have similar plants and animals (biotic factors) and similar temperature and precipitation patterns (abiotic factors)

Climate is the average pattern of weather conditions that occur in a region over a period of years
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A climatograph is a graph that represents climate data

Adaptations are characteristics that enable organism to better survive and reproduce in their environment. 

There are three types of adaptations; Structural Adaptations, Physiological Adaptations and Behavioural Adaptations.
