Your task is to create a Facebook style profile of a particular historical person from this time period.  Your Facebook profile page will be created on a single legal size piece of paper and must have the following information;
	· A profile picture of your person.

· Their full name, their “email address” and their “status”.

· Personal Information including date of birth, place of birth and current “likes” such as other persons of interests or hobbies.
	· Map section that outline or describes the region that they lived in or outlines and describe an important battle or event that they took part in.

· An example of a “wall conversation” referring to an historical event

· A favourite or famous quote from this person.
