SS 11 – Online Lesson Outlines

1. A Different Canada – Chpt 1(1)

An introduction to late 19th and 20th century Canada.  Canada immigration, Victorian influences and Aboriginal peoples are discussed.

2. Urbanization and Economy – Chpt 1 (2)

Canada’s transformation into a modern day economy is examined.  Students are also introduced to the concept of primary and secondary sources.

3. Canada and WWI (Pt. I) – Chpt 2 (1)

Canada’s arrival to the world stage came with the outbreak of WWI.  This lesson focuses on the main participants and the main reasons for their outbreak.  Students are also introduced to the concept and analyses if Political cartoons.

4. Canada and WWI (Pt. II) – Chpt 2(2)

This lesson examines the major battles and armaments used during WWI.  Canada’s role at this time is the primary focus.

5. War @ Home – Chpt 2(3)

How the first World War affected Canada at home and as a nation.  The conscription crisis and the peace process are also examined.

6. Canada in the Twenties – Chpt 3(1)

Social unrest in the way of worker strikes and regionalism is the focus for this lesson.  The federal election of 1921 is also examined with the help of a political cartoon.

7. The Economy Improves – Chpt 3(2)

American investment in Canada helps revive the economy.  Canadians return the favour by becoming illegal “Rum-Runners” to the U.S.   Students will also examine the role of women during the 1920’s and will also have a chance to investigate some of the more prolific artists to come out of Canada at this time.

8. Missing the Roar – Chpt 3(3)

The focus of this lesson is the historical treatment of aboriginal and minority groups in Canada.

9. The 30’s – A Decade of Despair – Chpt 4(1)

The outbreak and the major causes of the Great Depression and the Stock Market crash of Oct. 29, 1929 are examined.

10. Responding to the Depression – Chpt 4(2)

Students are exposed to the Canadian response to the Great Depression, both domestically and internationally.

11. Rise of Dictatorships – Chpt 4(3)

The European response to the Depression is examined in this lesson.  The rise to power of Hitler is discussed as well as Mussolini and Stalin.

12. Canada’s Response – Chpt 4(4)

Students are asked to examine Canada’s response to events unfolding in Europe at this time.  Canada’s response to Jewish refugees is also examined.

13. Canada and WWII – Chpt 5(1)

Students are introduced to Canada’s initial involvement in WWII, such as the mobilization of Canada’s armed forces, its readiness, and transformation into a manufacturer and supplier of war goods and resources. 

14. War in Europe – Chpt 5(2)

The initial German and Allied successes are discussed.  The U.S.’s entrance into the war is also examined.

15. Canada’s Role in Europe – Chpt 5(3)

After examining the war effort in Canada during lesson 5(1), students are introduced to the Canadian effort in Europe.  The Dieppe Raid and the Canadian participation in the sea and air are a focus.

16. The Tide Turns – Chpt 5(4)

Hitler’s fall and the Nazi destruction is the focus for this lesson.  Students are also made aware of the Holocaust.

17. Japan Surrenders and the War @ Home – Chpt 5(5)

The atomic bomb attack on Japan and Canada’s changes in society during the 2nd World War are examined.

18. Canada in the Post-War World – Chpt 6(1)

The Superpowers and their different view-points are introduced in this lesson.  The worldwide influence and effect that these two countries have on the world is also discussed.

19. The Issue of North American Defense – Chpt 6(2)

Tensions between the U.S. and the U.S.S.R. increased during this examination of the threat of nuclear attack during the 1950’s.  The events surrounding the Korean war and the Suez Canal are also discussed.

20. Towards a More Independent Defense Policy – Chpt 6(3)

Canada’s reaction to the Cuban Missile crisis and the Vietnam war is the focus for this lesson.

21. Trudeau to Mulroney – Chpt 6(4)

The differences in how these to Prime Ministers viewed Canada’s international role is examined.

22. The End of the Cold War and the New World Order – Chpt 6(5)

The end of the Cold War and the resulting affect that this had on the world is the focus for this lesson.  Canadian peacekeeping and globalization are also examined.

23. A Changing Society – Chpt 7(1)

The “Baby Boomers” and the effect of a new “teenage culture” is the focus for this lesson.  The increasing influence of American culture and Canadian reaction (CRTC) is also discussed.

24. Post War Prosperity and Post War Politics – Chpt 7(2)

The social gains made by the Post-War economic boom are discussed.  Medicare and provincial equalization payments are examined as is the increase in American investment in the Canadian economy.

25. The Trudeau Era – Chpt 7(3)

Trudeaumania and the examination of the impact that Pierre Trudeau had on Canada is the focus for this lesson.  The impact that the young boomers had on women’s issues and the environments is also examined.

26. Economic Challenges – Chpt 7(4)

The Federal debt is discussed in this lesson.  The major causes of the debt are examined as well as the Mulroney Conservatives then Cretien Liberals responses to it.

27. The Birth of Separatism in Quebec – Chpt 8(1)

Quebec’s push for sovereignty is examined by looking at the FLQ crisis, the role of Rene’ Lesveque and the pushing through of the 1984 Constitution without Quebec approval.

28. The Constitution Debate – Chpt 8(2)

A further examination of Quebec’s role in the 1984 Constitution and the subsequent Charlottetown Accord and the 1995 Referendum is the focus for this lesson.  Students are also asked to voice their own opinions regarding Canadian multiculturalism.

29. Aboriginal Nations – Chpt 8(3)

Native land claims and aboriginal protests like Oka are examined in this lesson.

30. Foundations of Our Government – Chpt 9(1)

Students are introduced to the concept of government and Canada’s historical relationship to the “Crown”.  Provincial and Municipal governments are mentioned alongside the different branches of the Federal government.

31. The Federal Government – Chpt 9(2)

A more in depth examination of the Federal government and its workings is the focus for this lesson.  Students are introduced to concepts such as “governmental sessions”, “question period”, Cabinet and both the House of Commons and the Senate.

32. Is the Senate Worth Keeping? – Chpt 9(3)

Students are asked to do research and then create their own 5 paragraph essay on whether or not the Senate is worth keeping in its present form.

33. Choosing the Government – Chpt 10(1)

The election process is examined in this lesson.  In addition to the  political spectrum of Left, Right and Centre politics, students are introduced to our style of representative government and election practices. 

34. Infulencing Gov’t, the Mass Media and Civil Disobedience – Chpt 10(2)
In this lesson, students are exposed to the role of the Mass Media and the influence of pressure groups and lobbyists.  Students are also introduced to the idea of Civil Disobedience and its roll in society.  Students are also asked to identify and describe a political or social issue that they fell strongly about.

35. The Rule of Law – Chpt 11(1)

The concept of “Law” is the focus for this lesson.  Students are introduced to the concepts of civil and criminal law, as well as the Charter of Rights and Freedoms.  The structure and organization of the B.C. courts system is also examined.

36. The Penal System and Youth Law – Chpt 11(2)

Canadian concepts of rehabilitation and punishment are examined in this lesson.  Students are also exposed to the Young Offenders act and are asked to offer their own opinion as to whether Canada should reinstate the death penalty.

37. Human Rights – Chpt 12(1)

The UN’s Universal Declaration of Human Rights is the major reference point to an examination of international human rights.

38. Human Rights in Canada 12(2)

The Charter of Rights and how it affects Canadians is examined.  The notwithstanding clause and Bill 101 are also reviewed.
39. World Population Growth – Chpt 13(1)

This is a summary lesson on Demography and world population growth.  In addition to information on demographics and population, students are asked to identify and describe the criteria for evaluating the accuracy of a web site.

40. The Future of Canada – Chpt 18(1)

Some of the relevant topics regarding Canada’s future are discussed.  Students are asked to comment on Federal/Provincial relationships, the advances in biotechnology and the affects of globalization.

41. Is World Peace Possible? – Chpt 18(2)

The concept of World Peace is examined.  The spreading of nuclear weapons, the creation of new democracies and Canada’s push for a more humanitarian global society are all examined.  Students are also asked to report on a recent international conflict or crisis and offer their own opinion as to what should be done.
