Italy and Benito Mussolini

Benito Mussolini was a corporal in the
army in World War 1. He said that ltaly was
not respected by other countries and that

| FASCISM would change this.

Five years later, in 1922, he became
Prime Minister of
Italy. He took a few
years longer than
Adolph  Hitler to &
become a dictator.
By 1930 he had got
rid of all other
political parties _
except his own. He =8
also set up a secret §
police to find people HFEN
who disagreed - with @
him. He had these ~
people put in prison
or killed. He also.
removed most of the voting rights from the

people so that he would be the only person

they could elect. He was now a dictator.

Mussolini also wanted his country to
have colonies like Great Britain and France.
He felt that this would make his country pow-
erful and respected. The only problem was
that there were very few lands that had not
been claimed by other countries. So he had
to go to war to get a colony. He attacked the
country of Abyssinia (modern day Ethiopia).
This was a very poor country. The Abyssinian
soldiers fought against a modern army of
tanks, airplanes, and poison gas. Mussolini
was now happy. But he angered many other
countries.

Japan: Hirohito and Tojo Hideki

A new EM-
PEROR of Japan,
Hirohito, took the

| throne in 1926 and

was quite powerful.
The political parties

were slowly losing

their power to the
generals ‘and the
emperor.

In 1933,

Japan decided to

leave the League of
Nations. The Japanese military invaded
China in 1937 and the League did nothing to
stop it. The fighting
in China got worse
and the Chinese lost
most of the battles.
- The world stood by
and said bad things
about Japan, but no
one came to China's
assistance. ' Japan|
- continued to build
“up its navy and army
and now everyone
was employed. This
-made the people
: support the military
leaders since they now had food and work.

" By this time, a Japanes‘e ‘army general,
Tojo Hideki, had taken over the government
as dictator. There were people who had been
elected to the government, but they had no
power to make laws.. In 1940, Japan made
an alliance with Italy and Germany.
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
