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The War is Finally Over

in November, 1943 Churchill,
Roosevelt, and Stalin met for the first time to |
discuss the war and what the world would |
look like after Germany was defeated. The |

Later in the War, the Allied Powers
met once again, this time at Yalta in southern
Russia, on February 4-11, 1945. This was
called the Yalfa Conference. It was a secret
conference in which Churchill, Stalin, and
Roosevelt met to make decisions about how
the countries conquered by Germany would
be divided up after the War. Stalin would |
receive land that included Outer Mongolia and
islands that once belonged to Japan. Stalin

would also cqntrol Berlin and the eastern half
of Germany.

Germany surrendered on May 7, 1945.
Hitler had hidden himself deep underground
in the last days of the battle to protect himself
from the bombs. It is believed that he
committed -suicide, but his body was never
found. Mussolini had been captured by the
Italians and put in jail. He tried to escape and

Il was killed in the attémpt. Finally, there was

victory in Europe: V-E Day. Japan followed
soon after. After the second atomic bomb
was dropped on August 9, 1945, Japan
surrendered on August 14, 1945: V-J Day.

At both of these conferences and at
others, the Allies were dividing up the world
into areas where they would have influence
and control. These meetings would affect the
world for the next 50 years.

Canada did not have a large role right
after the war.

Churchchill, Roosevelt, and Stalin at Yalta

President Roosevelt of the USA —
wanted to set up an organization in which all
countries of the world had to be members.
He wanted it called the United Nations or UN. §}-

He wanted an organization that would
settle arguments between countries in a fair
way in order to avoid another world war.
Roosevelt also believed that one of the duties
of the UN would be to help the poorer count-
ries of the world by providing better food, ||
health care, education for the children, and

gest countries in the world MUST be mem- |}

There would be two parts to the UN:

One: part of the UN would be made up of
permanent members. They would be the
strongest countries in the world at the time.
They would include Britain, USA, France, the
Soviet Union, and China. This part of the UN

was called the Security Council. A much:
larger group called the General Assembly
would include all the countries of the world.

With the defeat of Germany, no one
wanted another war with Germany. So
Germany was divided into four parts with
each part governed by one of the four allies:
France, USA, Britain, and the Soviet Union.
This would very soon cause problems.
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
