Rivalry and Conflict

The history of New France is a history of conflict.  Conflict between Native Peoples, The British and the American Colonies.

There were 4 major wars between the French and English that spread to N. America, often forcing Native Peoples to take sides.

Aside from the French, the Brits were also at war with Spain, who held territories in Western N. America,. The War of the Spanish Succession ended in 1713 and gave Britain Spanish territories in N. America, India and Gibraltar.

The Seven Years War between Britain and France started in N.A. and led to a fight for the sole occupation of N.A.

The British would eventually remove the people of Acadia (French Settlers of Nova Scotia) and capture French Fortresses like Louisburg.

The most significant defeat of the French occurred on the Plains of Abraham, just outside of the French Fortress of Quebec.

The British General Wolfe and the French General Montcalm, were both killed during the battle, but the French would eventually surrender and within 4 years New France would become British.
