Assignment #1


You are to create a 2-3 page essay (typed or written dbl spaced in pen) that discusses the role of Religion in England during the 17th Century.  Possible discussion points that you may wish to include may be the role of a Protestant Parliament and a Catholic monarchy.  You will have to research and provide 1 other source of information other than your text.  You will be graded on the following criteria;


Introduction
- Does your introduction outline all of the points you wish to discuss.

Body

- Does your body provide evidence and examples to support your major

   points that you wish to discuss?
Conclusion
- Do you “wrap-up” your essay by re-examining your major discussion points 

   or “thesis”?

Bibliography
- Did you provide 1 additional source of information other than your text?

- Did you give it an honest effort?

Quality/Appropriateness of Pictures
- Is their evidence of thought or effort put into 

  your choice of pictures?
Spelling/Neatness/Grammar
