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[image: image1.jpg]The first settlers lived in colonies . The colony of New France was
governed by a council appointed from France. In Nova Scotia they were ruled
by a governor and council appointed by Great Britain. As time passed, the
colonists in Nova Scotia wanted to govern themselves so they demanded the
right to elect their own representatives. Britain agreed and gave them a
democratic government in 1758. The French colonists received this right when
they were handed over to Britain some time later.

On July 1, 1867 the British North America Act was signed. This was the
beginning of a new country called Canada. The four provinces that joined on
that date were: Ontario, Quebec, New Brunswick and Nova Scotia. Offawa was
chosen as the capital of the country. The provinces were allowed to form their
own governments. The other provinces joined as they felt their needs were
met. The Red River settlement grew into the province of Manitoba and joined
in 1870. The Hudson Bay’s land became the Northwest Territories and the
Arctic islands became part of it and joined in 1870. British Columbia was
lured in by promise of a railway in 1871. P.E.L joined in 1873 when it was
promised a year-round ferry system. On the other hand, the Yukon Territory
was separated from the Northwest Territories and didno’t join until 1898.
Alberta and Saskatchewan waited until 1905 to join the Confederation and,
last but not least, Newfoundland joined in 1949.
